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Surveys of US executives regularly find that all new employees are expected to have expertise in information systems. In fact, these surveys find that a person with information systems background will usually be hired before a comparable individual without that background. To meet this need, the College of Business’s Information Systems Department offers the Certificate in Information Systems (IS). Requirements for the Certificate allow students some flexibility in choosing courses while ensuring a level of competence that can be demonstrated to future employers.
Completing the required courses earns a notation on your transcript showing anyone who reads it that that you have completed university course work in information systems. The Certificate is available to all students at the University except IS majors and minors, for whom it would be redundant. It complements any major.
