MIS FACULTY MEETING

November 11, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. in SSS 221.
1. Information Item:  Dr. Hilton congratulated Drs. Keys and Zhang on the progress of their tenure and promotion applications, noting that he recently received written endorsement of their applications from Dean Dock.
2. Information Item:  Dr. Hilton confirmed that Connie Stafford has chosen to transfer from the Department of Music and Theater Arts to become the BCOM/MIS program assistant. Connie replaces Sherry Bourget, who resigned to spend more time with her young family and to help in her husband’s business. Connie’s first day with us will be November 17; she will work four days per week, and Yvonne McCarty will continue one day per week. At Dr. C. Morrison’s suggestion the faculty will treat Connie and Yvonne to lunch in the Delany Room on November 17 to welcome Connie to the Department and thank Yvonne for covering the program assistant duties after Sherry left.
3. Information Item: Dr. Hilton announced that the 20th Annual CIS Conference, co-hosted by the Wisconsin Technical College System and the MIS Department, will be held March 9-10, 2004. Dr. Hilton noted that he and Mike Tokheim (the WTCS liaison) agreed that future CIS conferences will be structured for maximum benefit not only to WTCS faculty but also to MIS faculty.
4. Information Item: Dr. Hilton announced that Dr. C. Morrison has agreed to serve as faculty co-chair of the MIS Industry Advisory Committee; with approval of Dr. Hilton, he will choose a willing professional Committee member as the other co-chair. The next Advisory Committee meeting is scheduled for April 23, 2004. UWEC MIS alumni Devon Kaberna and Tina Trinkl have requested seats on the Advisory committee. Dr. C. Morrison will study this and make a recommendation to the faculty.
5. Information Item: Dr. Hilton announced that Dr. Keys has agreed to serve as chair of the MIS Scholarship Award Committee with Drs. J. Morrison and Zhang as members.
6. Information Item:  The faculty continued September’s discussion of the pros and cons of seeking accreditation of the MIS major from the Accreditation Board of Engineering and Technology (ABET) through their Computing Accreditation Commission (CAC). It appears that the only program modification needed to meet the accreditation guidelines would be to add a course in “hardware and software” (ABET/CAC wording) corresponding to “IS 2002.4 – Information Technology Hardware and Systems Software” in the IS 2002 Model Curriculum. No decision was made, but the discussion generally favored seeking accreditation.
7. Information Item:  Dr. Hilton introduced a request from Dean Dock for an assessment plan for each major in the college. The dean believes the plans are needed to support AACSB accreditation and University evaluation efforts. Dr. Hilton will develop a document defining the plan and circulate it for faculty input.
8. Action Item:  Dr. Lo moved the creation of MIS 411 Object-Oriented System Development, hitherto taught as MIS 491.002, as a required 3-credit course in the major starting fall 2004 with MIS 310 as a prerequisite and MIS 314 as a co-requisite. The motion was seconded by Dr. C. Morrison. All discussion was positive, and the motion passed by acclamation. Dr. Lo will prepare a new course proposal, and Dr. Hilton will seek its approval at the College of Business Curriculum Committee meeting on November 17.
9. Action Item: Dr. J. Morrison moved the creation of MIS 384 Advanced Database Topics, hitherto taught as MIS 491.001, as an elective 3-credit course starting fall 2004 with MIS 344 as a prerequisite. The motion was seconded by Dr. Keys. All discussion was positive, and the motion passed by acclamation. Dr. J. Morrison will prepare a new course proposal, and Dr. Hilton will seek its approval at the College of Business Curriculum Committee meeting on November 17.

10. Action Item: Dr. Zhang moved the creation of MBA 999.001 (course number to be determined) Managing Information Systems Security as a 1.5-credit elective in the MBA program to be delivered via the Web starting summer 2004 with admission to the MBA program as a prerequisite, the course to be cross-listed as MIS 491.001 with admission to the MIS major as a prerequisite. The motion was seconded by Dr. Johnson. All discussion was positive, and the motion passed by acclamation. Dr. Zhang will submit a funding proposal to the College of Business Intellectual Contribution and Innovative Education Committee by November 17.
11. Action Item: Dr. J. Morrison moved the establishment of MIS 314 as a prerequisite to MIS 344 effective fall 2004. Dr. Hilton suggested the need to reevaluate all course prerequisites, and Dr. Morrison offered an amended motion to establish MIS 314 as a prerequisite to MIS 344 and to reevaluate prerequisites to all required and elective courses in the MIS major. The amended motion was seconded by Dr. Melrose. After discussion, the amended motion passed by acclamation. Dr. Hilton will prepare a revised draft of the present course sequence diagram that is used in advising and distribute it for faculty input.

12. Action Item: Dr. Melrose moved opening the Certificate in Information Technology to all non-MIS majors and minors at UWEC effective immediately upon approval by the College of Business Curriculum Committee. (The Certificate has been available only to business majors.) The motion was seconded by Dr. Johnson. All discussion was positive, and the motion passed by acclamation. Dr. Hilton will prepare a proposal including new language for the UWEC general catalog and seek approval at the College of Business Curriculum Committee meeting on November 17.

� Later discussion revealed that MIS 310, a course required in the Certificate, has ACCT 202 as a co-requisite. Since ACCT 202 has ACCT 201 as a prerequisite, the 12-credit Certificate would actually require 18 credits for non-majors. In light of this, the faculty approved the removal of ACCT 202 as a co-requisite to MIS 310. The creation of MIS 411 ameliorated the impact of this on students in the major. Dr. Hilton will modify the MIS 310 course description in the next general catalog. He will also modify the course sequence diagram used in student advising.
