Advising and Service

Information Item, Academic Dishonesty. The agenda was reordered in order to talk with Bob Shaw, Assoc. Dean of Students, about a departmental Academic Honesty Policy. Dr. Shaw distributed copies of the university academic honesty policy that is available on the UWEC website. His experience has been that following the policy as outlined in its entirety, including the sample statement verbatim to students at the first class meeting, will result in the most efficient handling of situations should they come up. No decision was made on the adoption of an additional MIS department policy, and it was noted that no other COB department has a departmental policy. Consistency in handling cases of suspected dishonesty, documentation of the infraction by letter, and clear clarification of collaborative effort among students are other key points. John Melrose will draft an academic honesty policy for the department faculty to review/revise. Bob Shaw left at 4:00 p.m.

Facilities

Information Item, Office Furniture Debrief. Dawna Drum gave an update on the redesign of SSS 203 and 205. The work request to begin work in SSS 203 has been sent, and Dale Johnson has chair and carpet samples. Colors may be similar to what is now in the Hormel Lab. Tables from SSS 203 will be moved to SSS 205, and drawers will be installed for students’ use. There will need to be power strips down the middle of the room. The machines in SSS 204 are going to be locked down so the room can stay open 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. or else have a student worker on duty. During the last 2-3 weeks of the academic year, SSS 204 needs to be open in the evening. Student access to the door lock code was discussed, and it was suggested that the door code be changed frequently and be posted on the CoB intranet to those with the proper clearance. Facilities Management is to give a quote on moving servers to SSS 204B, primarily for MIS 450 students.

Action Item, Personnel Recognitions. Connie Stafford and Yvonne McCarty were thanked for their service and recognized on Administrative Assistant’s week. Congratulations were extended to Ruidong Zhang and Tony Keys on their recommendation for tenure. 
Information Item, Update on Anticipated Open Position. John Melrose announced that he plans to retire in August of 2005. Faculty were asked to network about this upcoming vacancy. Discussions can begin immediately about the position description for this vacancy, subject to decisions about the dual emphases in the MIS major. 
Information Item, Personnel Change in Career Services. Sharon Becker is leaving to become the director of career services at UW-Platteville as of April 30. Jeanne Skoug will be the COB liaison until Sharon’s position is filled; they will recruit July 1 or later. 
Action Item, Faculty Introductions on First Day of Academic Year Classes. In regard to first day classroom introductions, it was decided that this will be done every other year.

Curriculum/Instruction

Information Item, Fall Teaching Assignments. Fall teaching assignment changes were discussed. 
Information Item, ABET Accreditation. Tom Hilton reported one hundred responses were received from his ABET accreditation survey. Preliminary analysis indicates that accreditation would increase the prestige of our program and put us out in front of the curve in that respect.
Information Item, Elective Titles. For fall, MIS 491-002, an elective, is titled Management Information Systems. Next spring the electives will be Project Management and Security. The department seems able to sustain enrollments for three electives per semester. 
Information Item, Dual Emphasis Update. The proposal for the dual emphasis major will be presented at the Advisory Committee on Friday. 
Information Item, MBA Program Debrief. Joline Morrison and Ruidong Zhang were thanked for assisting Bruce Lo in the MBA program. John Melrose had 21 students in MIS 740, 8 from UWEC. Classes went well.

Information Item, Scholarship Update. The scholarship award luncheon will be in December. Four students visited Federated Insurance and it was a positive experience. The students represented MIS very well. 
Research

Information Item, IACIS Update. Many from the department have received acceptance letters for the IACIS conference in Cancun. 
Information Item, MBAA 2005 Update. We should have at least one representative at the MBAA conference March 16-18, 2005 in Chicago. Tom Hilton has the program which will be circulated.

Administration

Information Item, COB Administrative Review Update. The COB Administrative Review, which will be filed with the Chancellor’s office, is almost complete. It appears to be quite positive. 
Information Item, COB Centralized Advising Information. Dean Dock is considering centralizing student advising in the Dean’s Office. The proposal will be circulated at an upcoming faculty forum.

Action Item, Faculty Professional Goals. Tom Hilton requested faculty to email him their professional goals that had been submitted to him previously with the annual review data. 

Information Item, AACSB Accreditation Update. At Tom Dock’s invitation, David Graf, dean of business at Northern Illinois University, will visit UWEC August 26-27 for a rehearsal of our AACSB Accreditation reaffirmation visit planned for 2006. Each faculty member will supply an online resume, and we should be available to talk with David at his request. On a related AACSB matter, Dale Johnson has asked the business faculty for questions to put on the College exit exam that’s currently being drafted.
External Relations

Information Item, SIM Update. The SIM dinner dance is next Friday, April 30. Mike Morrison will proctor the elections on April 29.
Information Item, ICCP Test. Tom Hilton is administering a 258-item test from ICCP in his MIS 460 classes. This test is web based. Because it is a certification instrument, faculty only have access to an 8-item sample exam. This is an experiment to see if we want to use the exam in our assessment of the major.
Action Item, Acknowledgement to Faculty. Joline Morrison, Ruidong Zhang, and Bruce Lo were acknowledged for their University committee nominations.
Information Item, CIS Conference Update. The CIS conference was well received; it grossed about $9,000 with about $6,000 in expenses.
Information Item, Recruiting Majors. The importance of high school outreach in recruiting majors was emphasized. It is believed that the dual emphasis major will also be important in recruiting majors since it makes available both managerial and technical tracks. Attracting recruiters is also important, possibly with the annual SIM/AITP IT Seminar.
Information Item, The “other” MIS website. The “MIS.UWEC.edu” website needs to be addressed–either deleted or updated.
