MIS Advisory Committee Meeting Minutes

October 1, 2004

The meeting was called to order by Joline Morrison at 9:00 AM.  Introductions were made around the room.  A review of past action items included: 

· Overview of the committee member profile Web site (Joline Morrison and Jim Stephani).  Committee members suggested revisions and additions to the questionnaire.

· An overview of the College of Business student professionalism workshop series (Tom Hilton).  Committee and faculty members discussed the role of the workshop series.  

· Course development and curricular changes.  Mike Morrison discussed the new hardware and software course, and Tony Keys described the new MBA and undergraduate security courses.

The next agenda item addressed current department initiatives:

· ABET Accreditation.  Tom Hilton described that this initiative is proceeding forward as a result of strong support from the faculty and College administration.  The committee voiced support also.

· AASCB Accreditation.  Tom Hilton presented information about the status of the College's AASCB accreditation process.

· Department Mission Statement.  The committee reviewed the department's mission statement, and gave insights into the role and context of mission statements in general.  The department plans to revise the mission statement.

· MIS Student Assessments.  Tom Hilton presented exam results for the ISCORE exam taken by graduating seniors during the Spring 2004 semester.  The committee discussed the value of incoming students taking the IC3 exam to establish a baseline for computer proficiency.   
The final agenda item addressed current department personnel changes.  John Melrose will be retiring after the Spring 2005 semester, and Joline Morrison and Mike Morrison will be moving to the Computer Science Department.  Tom Hilton stated that one academic staff and two tenure track faculty members will be recruited as replacements.
