Management Information Systems Department Meeting – MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 3:05 p.m.

Action Item: Overload Payments to MIS Faculty

Tom Dock asked for the MIS faculty’s support during a time of low MIS enrollments and budget pressure by teaching in the MBA and Entrepreneur programs as part of their regular load even though this means they will be teaching four preps. Dean Dock noted that this is an exception and that he hopes enrollments and budgets will recover sufficiently that he doesn’t have to request this again.
Information Item: SearchSpot Demo

Chris Cox, Assistant Director of the McIntyre Library, gave a short presentation on the use of SearchSpot, a new database that is available from the McIntyre Library website.  A handout was shared with the group.  SearchSpot allows faculty and students to search up to eight databases simultaneously using a Google-like interface.  The database can be accessed from off campus and can be used to search books, magazines, peer-reviewed journals, web sites and more, all at one time.  Chris offered to visit classes to give his presentation as needed.

Action Item: Exemption of 400-Level Minor Courses from Five BUScore Prerequisites
On Bob Sutton’s advice, Tom Hilton suggested that 400-level courses in the new IS minor be exempted from the standard five 300-level prerequisites that apply to most 400-level courses in the College, the purpose being to preserve access to them for non-business students. Bruce Lo moved that BSAD 305, FIN 320, MKTG 330, MGMT 340, and MGMT 341 not be prerequisites to IS 410, 455, 475, and 491; Ruidong Zhang seconded the motion. After discussion, the motion passed unanimously with no abstentions.

Action Item: Adjusting Course Prerequisites to Serve Emphases, Minor, and Certificate

As a next step in the Department’s curriculum revision, Tom Hilton led a discussion of prerequisites to each course in the IS curriculum to support the course sequence needs of the emphases, minor, and certificate. The meeting time expired before the discussion ended, so it continued on February 28 12:30-1:30 and March 7 12:15-1:00. The end of the discussion was that Tony Keys moved, and Jean Pratt seconded, the following:

Action Item: IS 384 Instructor

In response to the fact that having IS 384 taught this semester by Dr. Joline Morrison, recently transferred to CS from MIS, resulted in only three MIS students signing up for the course, Matt Germonprez moved that IS 384 be taught by an IS faculty member next time (spring 2007). The motion was seconded by Ruidong Zhang and passed unanimously with no abstentions. The instructor is yet to be determined but will likely be Matt Germonprez or Tony Keys.
Action Item: 2.0 Minimum GPA in IS Certificate
Ruidong Zhang moved, and Amy Bauer seconded, that students passing all IS certificate course while maintaining a GPA in the certificate courses of 2.0 or better qualify for the certificate.  After discussion, the motion passed unanimously with no abstentions.

Information Item: UW-System Sick Leave Policy
Tom reminded faculty to turn in their monthly leave reports and added that everyone should be familiar with the Unclassified Faculty and Academic Staff sick leave information, which Tom emailed to all on an earlier date.
