Amy presented the updates in MIS 240 that she has been working on. It was agreed that all MIS 240 instructors will meet to review and agree on the course goals, objectives, content, text/materials, and activities/assignments.

Information Item: SSS 203 Repurposing
Tom presented Tom Dock’s successful bid to Cargill Corporation for the repurposing of the Cargill Telecommunications Laboratory. Cargill has agreed to provide funding to turn the room into a state-of-the-art computer-human interaction laboratory based on the premise that technology miniaturization and convergence imply computing space designs more for people than for technology. The change is presently planned for summer 2007. Many classes now taught in SSS 203 will be moved to SSS 204, and SSS 203 will be for classes from all departments of the college and for exploring new ways for people to use information technology.
