The content looks more like a minor than a certificate program.  Don Gaber moved that IS support an interdisciplinary E-audit minor (not a certificate) with the ACCT/FIN Department.  Seconded by Jean Pratt.  Motion unanimously passed.  
· Finalize IS learning goals, outcomes, & assessments:  Resolved.  Consulting instructor helps lead instructor identify an embedded assessment to try in spring 2009 for the course.

· Internship Feedback:  Internship providers and interns think we need more programming in the BA emphasis.  Early student participation in the professional development program is important to internship providers.  They also would like the “user experience” more emphasized; maybe a special topics course for a winterim session could be scheduled.  Although some feedback shows a preference for IS 290 in the major, faculty all agreed that it is not appropriate.  SharePoint, with its renewed emphasis on business process and/or reengineering, was also discussed as potentially appropriate in the curriculum (where was not certain).
· Redesign IS 460 Course:  Include off-shore outsourcing; Norway and Australia may also be possibilities.
· More technical content in BA emphasis:  Ideas from Industry Advisory Committee and from students:

· More tech in 411

· IS 240 redesign will incorporate extensive interaction.  Each unit will have team projects.  The staff person hired for Winterim offering of 240 will follow suit.
FACILITIES

Chair Hilton will have a meeting with all students in classes that will be part of the spring semester pilot.  If we have more students in need of computers than we can serve, Dean suggests we pull one of the courses from the pilot—344.
