ADMINISTRATION

· Budget Update:  Although total amount of revenue shortfall is uncertain, there is no question there will be a reduction in UWEC budget.  
· PEEQ Update:  Reports will be forwarded from the Dean’s office on Monday, March 2.  
PERSONNEL 

· Don Gaber’s contract was renewed.  

· Matt Germonprez and Dawna Drum have had a paper accepted, Dawna’s first.  

· A moratorium has been placed on all campus hiring.  

· The Vice Chancellor of Finance is now Dave Gessner. 

· Tenure and promotion for Jean and Matt is on track.  

CURRICULUM 

· IS Audit and Control Minor is approved and will be in the 2009-2010 University Catalogue.  
· An increase in the number of on-line course offerings for College of Business is being pursued.    Dean Dock has requested that each department make suggestions, by March 9, of courses that can be taught on-line—both originated and received.  Ideas of courses that could be received would be electives to which we’d like our students to have access.  Concentrate on on-line Winterim and Summer offerings.  
· Assessment Update:   A discussion was held about the status of our embedded assessment project.  Tony Keys will put an assessment folder on IS shared drive, include a template faculty can use.  Results are needed for IS annual report.  

· Update on Advising for Technological Content in BA Emphasis:  As a result of feedback from students and industry for added technology content in BA emphasis, we will discuss programming electives with IS majors during advising.  
 FACILITIES

· Laptop Initiative Update:  Dawna Drum reported on efforts to get information to students.  Information tables will be set up in College lobby.  A handout is being prepared.  Other ideas were discussed, such as an email to your class stating, “Remember, this is a laptop class.”  

OUTSIDE-DEPARTMENT RELATIONS

· Scholarship Update:  Available scholarship monies have decreased 25% because of poor earnings on Foundation investments.  We can give out as many scholarships, but award amounts will be less.  

· IS Industry Advisory Committee:  Jean Pratt reported on activities. 

· Tom Winter is the new Co-Chair.  

· By-laws language regarding relationship between industry and student representative is to be reviewed.  Jean Pratt will follow-up and draft some language.
· Also needing attention is the language regarding Industry meeting with groups of students as part of regularly scheduled Committee meetings.  Discussion of several pros and cons ensued.
· Industry finds meeting with students beneficial because they tell them what impressions are of careers, and whether or not they think they are getting what they need from our curriculum.  

· IS faculty should be recipients of this information as well.  

· Meeting with classes should be at faculty discretion.  “We will entertain proposals.”  

· Intent needs to be clearly stated.  
· Jean Pratt will follow up – will rewrite some language and email to department for discussion.  

· Some members request to begin earlier and end earlier because of long commutes.  We will make it a survey question.  

· Climate Survey results will be discussed at April 24 meeting.  

· Meal options for April meeting discussed.  

· Target Case Update:  $4,000 of awards is available for this technology-based case study.  Don Gaber will send out materials.
